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What Is CAAAV?
CAAAV Organizing Asian Communities is a membership-based organization committed to building the power of low-income Asian immigrant and refugee communities in New York City for racial and economic justice.  CAAAV currently has two community organizing projects: the Chinatown Tenants Union (CTU) and Asian Youth in Action (AYA).  
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What Is AYA?
Asian Youth in Action develops youth leaders ages 14-20 in New York City to engage their communities for social change. Currently in its third year, the program is leading a campaign against police violence. We have conducted Know Your Rights trainings concerning interactions with the NYPD, produced a documentary short on the impact of police harassment on Asian communities, spoken to elected officials, participated in city-wide rallies, marches, and press conferences, and much more to organize around the issue.
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Why Should I Join AYA?

· deepen your awareness about issues affecting low-income Asian communities;
· lead campaigns that build power among Asian immigrants and refugees;
· develop leadership skills through workshops;

· travel to other cities and meet other youth;

· organize and participate in different community activities and events;
